After graduating from Smith, she worked |
as an assistant at a small ad agency in Connecticut
and then continually jumped agencies as she
climbed the advertising/marketing success ladder.
But more promotions meant less hands-on creativi-
ty, and Burrell’s dream to write nagged at her more
than ever. “The good news is that motivated me to |
change my life;” she says. Burrell enrolled in a gradu-
ate writing program at Wesleyan University and
gave her first article proposal to a fellow student,
who was an editor at a regional magazine. A few
weeks later, she had an assignment—despite the fact |
that her proposal was two pages long, single-spaced,
and didn’t come with an SASE.

Now a successful freelance writer (as is coauthor
Linda Formichelli) living outside of Boston with her
husband and toddler son, Burrell’s credits include
Psychology Today, Parenting, Ladies Home Journal,
and The Writer. She’s also conducting workshops
based on the book’s concepts throughout New Eng-
land, and, this winter, in Florida.

“Being a freelancer is always tough,” admits Bur-
rell. “But if you turn in solid, well-researched pro-
posals, deliver interesting articles that are well-re-
ported, and don't flake out during edits, you're
doing great. If you go beyond that, you'll never hurt
for work—and to find out how to do that, you've got
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to read our book!
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
